Subject: Moorings Bay Taxing District Meeting 4/18/06

Below is a summary of the items that were discussed.

1.Vista Royal, a new condominium which has been constructed just north and  

east of the Harbour Drive bridge presented conceptual plans for a new boat 

dock.  The new dock will be a floating and it will replace an existing fixed-pier  

structure. Although the slips will accommodate eight larger boats, do to the  

dock's configuration, the structure will not extend any farther into the bay  

than the current pier. A near shore fishing gazebo is also planned. This plan 

 was presented for information purposes only and no approval is yet being 

sought.  Dr. Bauer will visit the site and at the next meeting present the MBTD 

an  exact location of the channel to make sure it is not intruded upon.

2. The issue as to whether TDC funds can be paid directly to the  contractor 

(like a dredger) rather than passing through the MBTD has not been  resolved.

3. A request was made to relocate the shoal buoy which is on the southside  

of the shoal opposite Admiralty Point 2.

4. The contract for Naples Dock to replace the Doctors Pass light tower is  

still awaiting signiture of the city manager. Dr. Bauer will look into  and 

expidite.

5. Markers 1 and 2 have been correctly repositioned.

6. The Mooring Bay Taxing District will remain a committee and not be  

changed to a board. However, all resolutions and ordinances pertaining to the  MBTD 

have been consolidated into one document. The MBTD committee will now be  

called the Moorings Bay Citizens Advisory Committee. City Council should approve  

on 5/3. Because the MBTD will remain a committee, member Finlay will not  need 

to resign.

7. Member Williams has resigned effective after the May meeting  because he 

will be absent for a number of months. A replacement member will be  sought.
