NOTES ON ADVISORY COMMITTEE MEETING OF JANUARY 24, 2006 -  MOORINGS BAY TAXING DISTRICT

Items of discussion. 

1. The MBTD financial report, with backup was reviewed. It was generally felt that the backup information was still confusing although the financial summary was easy to understand. Concern was expressed that all expenses eligible for TDC reimbursement must be identified to make sure the MBTD is made whole with dredging expenses. It was noted that any emergency dredging where sand is not deposited on the beach is not eligible for TDC reimbursement. 

2. The final report on the Doctors Pass dredging was discussed. Of the permitted 60,000 cubic yards, just under 44,000 cubic yards was actually removed and deposited off Lowdermilk Park. Rocks off the jetties limited the depth of the settling basin and the amount of spoil. These rocks should be removed at the next dredging which is scheduled three years out. A colored map was distributed to the board and Save the Bays. The map showed before and after depths. 

3. Doctors Pass light is now working again. The entire light structure will be replaced once a contractor can be found. 

4. Work is just starting to bring all navigation aids and signage in Moorings Bay into compliance with strict FWC regulations. The tide gauges and Park Shore Marina sign may not be affixed to navigation pilings and will be removed. Future use of these items will require further investigation by any interested parties.
