Items discussed.

Financial. The budget figures have been amended to reflect additional costs  

incurred form the Doctor's Pass dredging. All such monies are reimbursed from  

the TDC. A financial meeting today with Ron Pennington and city staff will  

clarify billing and reimbursement procedures to make sure they flow smoothly 

and  more efficiently.

Navigation Aids. Lost day marker number 2 has still not been  replaced.

Tide gauge and marina fuel sign. Save the Bays has been working diligently  

to place a tide gauge (rule type) on the Doctors Pass light tower. The MBSTD 

has  no objection once all permits are approvals are secured. This process is 

well  under way. The fuel marina sign, although important for some boaters, may  

be more difficult to secure a permit. That task will be left up to other  

parties, like Save the Bays, should they wish to do so.

Perhaps as early as the April 5 council meeting a vote may be taken to  

change the MBSTD from a committee to a board. Little if anything will  change in 

the operation of the MBSTD except it will better establish the  MBSTD's 

authority as well as acknowledge the permanent nature of the taxing  district. Once 

this change occurs member Finlay will have to resign from either  the MBSTD or 

the CSAB as no person can serve on two city boards at the same  time.
