Topics discussed at the November 21, 2006 Moorings Bay Citizens Advisory Committee meeting. 

1. Marine related thefts. Several thefts have reported in the bay. Officers Bill Gonsalves and Steve Walden spoke. The officers emphasized that these thefts are often crimes of opportunity and that electronic and other valuable equipment should be removed from the boat when not being used. All thefts, no matter how small, should be reported to the police. Sgt.Kyle Clark now heads the marine patrol unit. He can be reached at 213-4888. Naples has two full marine patrol officers although full staffing is for four officers. 

2. Doctors Pass Annual Monitoring. The committee approved a contract for Coastal Planning and Engineering to conduct a survey of Doctors Pass and approaches. The survey will take place in December and will cost $18,930. This will be the second survey since the pass was dredged. 

3. Moorings Bay Depth Survey. Bill Lazear showed the committee how he will conduct a depth survey of all of Moorings Bay. Mr. Lazear surveyed the bay 7 years ago. The new survey will give the committee an understanding of bay depths and to see if any major silting has occurred. Lazear's survey is much more extensive than the previously mention pass survey. Lazear's survey will cover all of the waters of Moorings Bay, from Banyan Blvd to Seagate Drive and all adjacent coves. The survey will be completed sometime in January or February. 
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
